FRAGMENTS – Volume 1

1) THE FANATICS – I Can’t Go On (Caped Crusader CC-75) 2:32 (1966)
This unreleased acetate was surprisingly omitted from The Fanatics round up on Psychedelic Archaeology Volume 10. Possibly as tough as they ever sounded, plenty of fuzz, farfisa and a speaker shredding punk lead guitar solo….GREAT!!!

2) DON & JERRY – I Can’t Quit (Fabor 140) 2:23 (1965)

‘I Can’t Quit’ is the flip side of the garage punk classic ‘In The Cover Of Night’ which has been comped on 60s Choice Volume 1.

The Fragments selection displays excellent ‘Brit Invasion’ style sounds similar to The Zombies more organ based cuts.
3) ALPHABETICAL ORDER – All Over The World (La La) (Rising Sons RS 45-710) 3:04 (1968)

Classic 60s pop from this Louisville, Kentucky outfit. Sadly, tunes like this were just not hip anymore in 1968 USA.

4) THE TROLLS – Something Here Inside (ABC 10884) 2:20 (1966)

Chicago based band. This is Beatles style 60s pop. Flip is ‘Laughing All The Way’. Same band would release the excellent psychedelic LP ‘Animated Music’ on Smash in 1968.

5) SKY – I’m Not A Fool (DynoVoice 224) 2:31 (1966)

Brilliant harmony pop rock with great production by Peter Antell for Bob Crewe Productions.

6) OX-BOW INCIDENT – Harmonica Man (Smash S-2189) 2:46 (196?)

‘Harmonica Man’ is the flip to a cover of ‘Reach Out’. This is the better cut. Cool R’n’B sounds featuring plenty of harmonica (obviously) Tune similar to The Kinks classic ‘You Really Got Me’

7) RAINY DAZE – Stop Sign (UNI 55023) 2:43 (1967)

Non LP B-Side from Denver’s Rainy Daze. Top side is ‘Blood Of Oblivion’ which is comped on Highs In The Mid Sixties Volume 18 as ‘Fe Fi Fo Fum’ (same song different title)

8) W.C FIELDS MEMORIAL ESB – Round World (Mercury 72578) 2:26 (1966)

Second and last 45 from this cool Los Angeles outfit. This is the flip to the awesome ‘I’m Not Your Stepping Stone’ comped on Highs In The Mid Sixties Volume 2.
9) SUNSHINE WARD – Pay The Price (RCA-Victor 47-9227) 2:36 (1967)

In 1967 The Astronauts changed their name to the more hipper moniker of Sunshine Ward and released this excellent Buffalo Springfield cover. A-side of this 45 is also on Fragments.
10) CHARLIE BROWN’S GENERATION – Trash (ATCO 6438) 2:36 (Sept 1966)
This New York band released one cool 45. The flip is the even better ‘Fast Retreatin’ Female’ which has been comped on Acid Dreams Volume 3.

11) SUNSHINE WARD – Sally Go Round the Roses (RCA-Victor 47-9227) 2:46 (1967)

Groovy version of the oft covered song. ‘Sally Go Round The Roses’ makes this a solid double sider…The following year they changed their name to Hardwater and released an underrated LP on Capitol.

12) OUR PATCH OF BLUE – Zoom, Zoom, Zoom (Warner Bros 7257) 2:36 (1969)

Decent psych pop tune with fuzz from this East Coast band. Song produced by ex Tradewinds member Vini Poncia. Flip is ‘Lily White’ also uncomped.  

13) SAN FRANCISCO EARTHQUAKE – Su-Su (Smash S-2157) 2:43 (1968)
‘Su-Su’ is a bright and breezy tropical bubblegum pop tune with flute, bongos and a cool spoken word break. Flip is ‘Fairy Tales Can Come True’ also uncomped.

14) THE KNACK – The Spell (Capitol 5889) 2:55 (1966)

Very few mid 60s American bands got the ’66 English sound so effectively as The Knack did. This song is beat turned freak and has a sound reminiscent of UK mod movers like The Poets or The Eyes.

15) HIGHER ELEVATION – Thoughts Of Lila (Liberty 56016) 2:20 (1968)

Excelent garage pop. This is the flip to ‘Here Comes Sunshine’ which has been comped on Bring Flowers To U.S

16) TOMMY BURK & the COUNTS – Rainy Day Lovin’ (Hip H-1180) 2:39 (1967)
After a few earlier regional hits this Memphis band recorded their one and only 45 for Hip Records. The flip is ‘Smile’ which also remains uncomped.

17) RAINY DAY FRIENDS – Not Like Before (World Pacific 77870) 2:23 (1967)

Cool flower pop sounds with male and female harmonies. Sounding like a cross between Free Design and the Mamas and the Papas. This song is the flip to ‘Through My Painted Window’ which is also uncomped.

18) PEPPERMINT TROLLEY COMPANY – Spinnin’ Whirlin’ ‘Round (ACTA 835) 3:04 (1969)

This was their final 45 and is the
B-Side to ‘New York City’ The Fragments cut is pure sunshine pop that doesn’t get much better than this. 
19) THE CANDYMEN – Go and Tell The People (ABC 1114) 2:31 (1969)

This is the flip side to ‘It’s Gonna Get Good In A Minute’. Both are non LP. ‘Go and Tell The People’ sounds like it was recorded a few years earlier. It’s a very pleasant Byrdsian pop psycher.

20) THE IN-KEEPERS – The Cobweb Threads Of Autumn (RCA 74-0229) 2:53 (1969)

Baroque pop masterpiece with exquisite harmonies. The flip ‘That Was Just His Thing’ has been comped on Fistful Of Fuzz

21) COMSTOCK LTD – Help Me Girl (Bell B-828) 2:42 (1969)

Featuring Bobby Comstock. Lovely cover version of this classic tune. Strong mid tempo with excellent vocals and a cool guitar break.

22) CALLIOPE – Clear Mud (Shamley 44020) 2:46 (1969)

The Calliope released 3 fine 45s. ‘Clear Mud’ was their last and sounds very groovy with organ, flute and male/female harmonies.    
23) HEX – Doubt (Hexx Records HR-101) 3:03 (1967)

Awesome organ driven fuzz laden assault on the senses from this Los Angeles band. This is the other side of the acetate issued by Hexx Records recently. ‘You Laugh And I Cry’ can by found on Lost Sixties Delights Volume 3 

24)PEOPLE – Turnin’ Me In (Capitol 2499) 2:59 (1969)

This was the People’s final 45 for Capitol and is a rather excellent psych rocker…

25) DECEMBER’S CHILDREN – Dirty City (Liberty 56195) 2:31 (1969)

Memorable psych rocker with a cool guitar break. This is not the same band that released an album on Mainstream in 1970.
26) BOB RAINS & ADMIRAL STRANGE – Wastin’ My Time (Kapp K-2098) 2:32 (1971)
Very cool biker psych rock with fuzz guitar. A-Side is ‘She Feels Like Sunshine’ which is a gentle sunshine pop tune..also uncomped.

27) DANNY WARNER – Go ‘Way Little Girl (Smash S2110) 2:17 (1967)
This is a slab of steamy fuzz punk with some brass backing. It’s got dark lyrics for ’67 about men lusting after young girls. “Don’t go out in the street little girl, there are bad men around. So go to bed at 10, let your Mama tuck you in and turn on your Mickey Mouse night light”  

28) GRETTA SPOONE BAND – Close Your Eyes (Pompeii 45-6669) 2:11 (196?)
Obscure band that I’ve not found anything about. Record probably released in the late 60s. It has a laid back melancholic vibe. A-Side is ‘I Do Believe You’re Dreaming’ which is also uncomped.

29) GERRY POND – The Happiness Song (Reprise 489) 2:45 (196?)
Unknown classic 45 for a major label release by Gerry Pond. No mention in Fuzz Acid & Flowers and was unable to find anything about this artist.

Clearly influenced by Donovan. This is an upbeat acoustic folk pop psycher with flute…GREAT!

30) SCOTTY McKAY – High On Life (UNI 55205) 3:04 (1970)
Last minute selection for Fragments. ‘High On Life’ is a great San Francisco hippie period piece about being wrongly busted by the Cops for possession of pot. Flip ‘If You Really Want Me To, I’ll Go’ is another excellent country rocker and remains uncomped.
